Kirk Everist, head coach for Cal Berkeley men's water polo, is a three-time All-American, 1988 NCAA Player of the Year and two-time United States Olympian. He earned the 2002 MPSF Coach of the Year honors in his inaugural season when he guided Cal to the MPSF Tournament title and a national runner-up finish. Then in 2004, he was inducted into both the Cal Athletic and the USA Water Polo Hall of Fames. In 2006, Everist was selected USA Water Polo's Elite Co-Coach of the Year after leading the Bears to both the MPSF and NCAA titles. Most recently, he coached the United States' World University Games team that competed this past summer in Belgrade, Serbia, mentoring five Bears, including senior Mike Sample and junior Zach White. 

Boyd Lachance, associate head coach for Cal Berkeley men's water polo, has coached water polo at the national and international level. He has been part of 12 USWP national championships (six 20-Under, four Premier League, two 18-Under) and two NCAA titles in his coaching tenure, while developing 69 USWP All-Americans, six high school All-Americans and three community college All-Americans.
